�ƒ Write-up a REQ 

�ƒ Research Item Prices (this could be a field trip to the local market or prices 

can be taken from  previous order forms)  

 

3. Each Group will pick one menu item, and find the following: 

�ƒ Price of All Menu Item Ingredients 

�ƒ Figure the Recipe Cost 

�ƒ Figure the Item Menu Cost 

 

       

Closure:  Have students discuss the differences in purchase price and menu price.  
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Transfer Out: Review any outstanding questions about Menu Types, Purchasing, Receiving, 

Storage and Costing.
