7. Students view old FCCLA scrapbooks and photos. Discuss projects listed on information sheets. Discuss STAR
events related to course work. Refer to the STAR events manual located on the national website. (FS—3, 5, 6)
8. Direct students in an FCCLA scavenger hunt within the classroom. (FS—4, 8)
9. Distribute FCCLA rocks the house brick sheets to groups of students. Students use resources to find answers and
participate in review game. Award prizes (optional) to group members that build their FCCLA house first. (FS—4,
8)
10. Schedule a day to induct FCCLA officers and new members. The FCCLA resource CD has an installation
ceremony to follow. It is nice to have a reception following the ceremony. (FS—6)
11. Schedule a celebration party for affiliated members, complete with games and food. (FS —8)
12. Discuss the FCCLA Planning Process (FS — 4)
